NOTES ON THE CALENDAR 

In Ethiopia various authorities use different calendar years in Compilation 

of s t atistical series. 

The following table sets out the relation between the Ethi opian and Gregorian 

yea rs . In t he Ethiopian year, there are 12 months of 30 days and one month, Pagume, 

of 5 or 6 days at the end of the year. The trade year and the fiscal year are also 

shown in the table. 

Throughout the Abstract when figures were obtained for the Gregor ian year a 

sp li t year 1s shown in the Ethiopian calendar,and,inversely , s plit Gregor ian years 

are s hown where the data are for Ethiopian years. For example, 1970 in the Gre­
gorian calendar is the period Tahs8s 23, 1962 to Tah888 22, 1963 ~~C. and is shown 
as 1962/63. Likewise, 1962 E.C. covers the Gregorian year September lIt 1969 to 

September lOt 1970 and is shown as 1969/70.

The National Swnple Survey is mult ipurpose in character and was designed 

to collect infonnation on populatIon, Vital statistiCS, agriculture, livestock, 

land tenure I etc. The Survey is planned as a continuing survey being conducted 

in successive rounds. The first round covering 12 (out of 14) provinces was 

completed during 1963-1967. The work was carried out province by provin.ce. 

'J'he results for each province were published in separate reports (Central 

Statistical Office, Series Hepar't on National Salilple Survey). A population 

report based on the results of the fil'st round has been prepared giving data 

on a National level.. The draft report is entiled uPopuiation of Ethiopia with 

c;stimates, of Hital Hates, Population GJ'owth, Literacy and Occupation u 

1971..

The second round of the National Sample SUl'vcy was started in Novemher 

1968, and completed in ~Iay 1971 covering 13 of the 14 Provinces. The items 

covered ill tllis I'ound are similar to those of the previous round, eJC.cept for 

the addItion of obtuilling duta fOJ' the production of main agt'iculture products. 

The emphasis W81::i, through improving sampling techniques, in obtaining detai -

led and reliable estimate at the national level and overall estimate at provinci'~ 

al level.

The urban Population tiurvey, which started in L966 hOB provided infonnation 

about tile ul'lJun popillatioll and j ts ruain demographic and economic characteristics, 

as well 86 about households and hOllsinl-!: cou(li tions. The data about the number 

of establishment hy industries nod the persoliB engaged in them were also 

collected. The resul t8 of the urban survey are published in the publication 

"Towns in Ethiopin", StatititicaL bulletin No.1 . Some ;nore towns, ' which had 

not been surveyed eurlier Io.'ere cover'ed by the urhan population during the 

second round of the National Swnple Survey.

'J'he C.,s.U. now envisag'es to carry out in the later 

hal f of 1971 a more cowprehen s ive lIouse hold Economi c Surv ey coveri ng the rural 

and ul'ben areas . It is proposed to collect in thi s s urvey detailed infonnation

The first attempt in the compilation of Natio~al Accounts of Ethiopia was 

in 1952 by the state Bank of Ethiopia. Later four such attempts were made by 

the Planning Hoard and the Bank.

In 1964, by the instr-u,ction of the Inter-Hinisterial Committ ee of Statis­

ticians, the Central Statistical Office unde rtook the responsibility to compile 

the National Accounts', and in the same year produced provisional estimates for 

the period 1961-1963. Since then the basic concepts and met hodology have been 

gradually improved add the old series have been revised and brought up- to -date 

accordingly. 

In principle, in the measurement of national accounts three basic approaches 

may be applied depending upon the available statistics i.e. Production, Income 

and expendituf'e approaches. (1) The production approach t akes production 8S 

total value of goods and services originating in the various industries which 

make up the economy. (ii) the income appl'oach considers production us the BUill 

of income f'eceived by those producing these goods and services, a nd (iii) the 

expenditure takes the total expenditure (including savings) illc urr'ed by the resi­

dent of the country in their con s umption of goods and services. 

In Ethiopia I s National Accounts the production approach has been used 

for most of sector accounts, while the expenditur'e approach, is applied in 

case of Public Administration, Defence, l!:ducation, f.loctical and Health services. 

The Income approach, is hardly used except in some se rvice sectors like domestic 

service etc. The total value of goods and servic('s thus arrived at have been 

given according to the industry Ol~ services oroducing them. ilut no aggregate 

income breakdown by type of fa c tor jncome produci ng them have been attempted. 

The expenditure side of Ethiopia's National Account is given with the private 

expenditure arrived at us a 'residual; and no classi fication of expenditure by 

type.of products and services is made. 

The concepts anft rlefinitions of major uhgJ'egutes used tn the National 

accounts ar'e given below; 
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Gross Domestic Product (GOP) at Market Prices is the market value of the goods 

and services, produced within the territory of Ethiopia, before any allowance 

1s made for the consumption of fixed capital. It is equal to the sum of con-

sumption expenditure by private consumers and government gross domestic 

capital formation, and net export of goods and services. 

Gross Domestic Product (GOP) at Factor cost is less from Gross Domestic 

Product market prices by the amount equal to the difference between indirect 

taxes and subsides. 

Gross National Product (GNP) at ~Iarket Prices is the market vale of goods 

and services before deduction of provision for the consumption of fixed 

capital, attributable to the factors of production supplied by the residents 

of Ethiopia. It is equal to the sum of conf:jumption expenditure and gross 

domestic capital formation, Bnd net export of goods and Bervices plus net 

factor income received from ubroad. It differs from . the GrosB Dome s tic 

Product at Murket Prices by the amount of net factor income from abroad. 

Net Factor Income from Abroad 1s excess of factor incomes (intorest, 

dividends, profits, etc .. ) paid abroad over factor incomes r ece ived from abroad. 

Private Consumption Expenditure is the value of goods and services(pu[lchased 

or self-produced) consumed by hou seholds and private non"profit institutions 

plus the net value of gifts in kind received fvom abroad. It includes consu­

mption of goods, whatever their dUI'abi lity, with exception of land and 

building which are included in capital expenditure. 

Government Consumption Expenditure represents the current expenditure on 

goods and services by central and municipal governm~nts. It comprises compen­

sation of employees, purchases by government from ! local enterprises and from 

abroad, less sa l es by government of goo ds an(l servie ,· ... Government consump­

tion expenditure excludes transfer payments, interest paid by government , and 

subsidica. 

ArosR fixed Capital Formation includes the value of the purchases and own 

account construction of fix e d a ssets (land, civil construction ond works, 

machinery and equipment) by enterprises, hou seholds, private non-profit ins­

titutions and government ..
