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FOREWORD

The twenty sixth issue of the Statistical Abstract, as in the past is prepared
in Amharic and English languages. The Publication presents a wide range of data
illustrating various socio-economic conditions of the country. The statistical
information contained in the publication provides basic information for policy
and programme formulation, evaluation and the conduct of research work.

Reliable and timely statistical data are required for the purpose of
launching the short, medium and long-term socio-economic development plans
and for realizing the free market economy system that is in operation. Hence, the
collection of reliable and timely data and the analysis and presentation of the
same are the main task of current statistical development. In this respect, the
Central Statistical Authority has made significant progress in furnishing the
required statistical data by undertaking population and housing censuses and
several socio-economic and demographic surveys.

Regarding the timely publication of the Statistical Abstract, the Central
Statistical Authority can discharge its responsibility only if it obtains the active
and timely participation of the concerned ministries, government agencies, mass
organizations as well as individuals who provide the basic inputs to this
publication. Hence, the office urges all those concerned to enlist further
cooperation for the timely publication of the Statistical Abstract.

In the 1980's the Authority carried-out several socio-economic and
demographic surveys in the country and these surveys include Agricultural;
Price; Household Income; Consumption and Expenditure; Welfare monitoring,
Large and Meduim Scale Manufacturing and Electricity Industries; Small Scale
Manufacturing Industries; Cottage/Handicraft Manufacturing Industries;
Informal Sector; Distributive Trade and Services; Manpower; Demographic;
Family and Fertility; Health and Nutrition; Demographic and Health; Child
labour..... etc.



Furthermore. the first National Population and Housing Census conducted
in May 1984 and the subsequent publications on the results of the census
published and disseminated are believed to have substantially reduced the gap
that prevailed in the country with regard to the availablity of adequate and
reliable data on population and housing. Similarly, the Second National
Population and Housing Census of Ethiopia have been conducted in October
1994. The data processing, analysis and preparation of the reports have been
completed and the numerous reports that present the results of the census have
been disseminated to the users.

Moreover, the preparatory activities for the first ever Agricultural Sample
Census in the country have been undertaken during 1999 to August 2001 and the
data collection operation of this census has been going since September 2001.
Thus, the data collection operations is expected to be completed soon and by the
time the results of the census are released to data users it will help in filling the
data gap in the Agricultural sector.

In conclusion, compliments are due to the various government ministries,
agencies, mass organizations and individuals for their cooperation in providing
the required data for the preparation of this Statistical Abstract as well as to the
staff of the Central Statistical Authority for their efforts in producing this edition.

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NOTES ON THE CALENDAR

In Ethiopia various authorities use different calendar years in compilation of statistical

series. The following table sets out the relation between the Ethiopian and the Gregorian calandar.
In the Ethiopian year there are 12 months of 30 days each and one short month, Pagume, which
has 5 days for three consecutive years and 6 days on the fourth year. Moreover, The trade year
and the fiscal year are shown in the table.

Throughout the Abstract when figures were obtained for the Gregorian year a split year is
shown in the Ethiopian calendar, and inversely, split Gregorian years are shown where the figures
are for Ethiopian years. For example 1999 in the Gregorian calendar is the period between
Tahasas 23,1991 to Tahasas 21, 1992 E.C and is shown to 1991/ 92 Likewise, 1991 E.C covers

the Gregorian year between September 11,1998 & September 12,1996 and is shown as 1998/ 99.

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SECTION-B POPULATION

The population figures in this issue are based on the results of the October 1994 National
Population and Housing Census of Ethiopia. The population estimates presented for July 1996-2002
are derived by projecting the 1994 census. Therefore, the total projected population of the country for
July 2002 is estimated to be 67,220,000 persons of which 56,913,000 are rural and 10,307,000 are
urban. Urban areas refer to all capitals of regions, zones and weredas, and it also include localities

with urban kebeles whose inhabitants are primarily engaged in non-agricultural activities.

The population data in this issue include population of regions, zones and weredas by sex ;
population size by sex, area in square kilometer and density by region, zone and wereda (Excluding
Affar and Somali Regions); Annual population projection by regions, age-group, sex, rural and
urban areas. Areas of regions, zones and weredas are calculated from maps drawn to assist in census
work and are not from the Ethiopian Mapping Authority. The list of tables in which these data are
