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INTRODUCTION 

'rhis Abstract is the third to be issued by the Central Statistical 

Office. The presentation, as ~0ted in the foreword, has been changed 

considerably. Apart from the fact that it is now published in Amharic 

and Fnglish the l ay-out of all the tables has been rearranged. So that, 

in future years, additions to the various sections can be made without 

the necessity of renumbering all the tables, each section has been denoted by 

a letter of the a l phabet and tables numbered serially from 1 within each 

section. The main subject matter has been shown at the top of the page 

for easy reference. In addition care has been taken to design the table s 

so t hat t hey are all presented in vertical form, which should make for 

very much easier handling when using the publication. 

Greater care has been given to internal accuracy and many errors 

which occurred in figures from all 60~lrces in the previous Abstract have 

been eliminated. The ordering of sections has been changed to what is 

considered a more useful grouping of subjects. Three-year series are 

shown where these are available. Long term series given in the 1964 

Abstract have not been republished in 1965. 

Among the new subjects included this year are tables on urban 

population and the national income, but most of the work has gone into 

iJ.iprovement rather than expansion. 

The Central Statistical Office wishes to record its appreciation 

of all those who have co-operated in the production of this Statistical 

Abstract. It would welcome any comments either critical or for i mproving 

the content and value of the Abstract for future issues. 

It is hoped that in its new form the Abstract wil l reach a wider 

population of users and in this way promote an improved knowledge of our 

Empire.

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A NOTE ON THE CENTRAL STATISTICAL OFFICE 

The importance of the subject or statisticB lies in the fact that many 

things and events of everyday life can be described and studied quantitatively. 

Statistics is the set of principles and methods of collection, px·esentation, 

analysis, and interpretation of numerical data. In national development 

planning, statistics of al l aspects of the country's economy are required . 

The work of the Statistical Office is to ensure that such information, 

reliably based, 1s made available to the Government and people 80 that wise 

decisions may be taken and valid inferences drawn about the effects of 

actioDs now taken on the future economy of the country. 

The Central Statistical Office was first given an independent budget 

for the year 1961/2. Therefore, the publication of this third Statistical 

Abstract marks the fourth year of operation of the Office. 

The duties and function of the Central Statistical Office are: 

(a) formulation and implementation of stat i stical programmes in conformity 

with the general priorities laid down by the authorities j 

(b) assistance to the departmental etatistical offices 1n formulation 

and adoption of standards, statistical methods and records, in 

conformity with the recommendations of the United Nations and other 

international agencies; 

(0) collation and analysis of all economic and social statistics 

collected by the various statistical offices in the Government and 

allied departments; 

Cd) organisation of censuses and surveys and other statistical inquiries 

to fill the major gaps in orricial statistics; 

(e) calculation of the national income and its change over time; 

(f) publication of statistical data in the form of periodical bulletinS, 

yearbooks, brochures, etc.; 

(g) provision of facilities for the training of statistical personnel; 

and 

(h) maintenance of liason between the Government and external statistical 

agencies. 

Since 1961/2 the momentum of statistical development in Ethiopia has 

been considerable and Ethiopia has now entered a period of planned statistical 

progress. Such development has become essential because of the decision of 
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the Government that the Central Statistical Ottice would become the Bource or 

all statistics required for planning purposes. It has also become realisable 

as a number of Ethiopian graduates in economics and statistics have become 

available to serve the Office. 

Inter-Ministerial co-operation has been excellent throughout the history 

of the Central Statistical Office. This includes ·a jointly run census ot 

manufacturing with the Ministry ot Commerce and Industry; with the Ministry 

ot Interior, surveys of major urban centres; with the Ministry of Agriculture, 

the national sample survey, agricultural credit surveys, and crop cutting 

experiments. In the field of trade statistics there has been very close 

co-operation with the Customs Authorities, and progress is now being made, 

in co-operation with the Ministry of Public Health, in the field of hospital 

statistics. 

The basic organisation of the Office is into three divisions of social 

and economic statistics and services, within each of which there are subject 

divisions.

The General Social Statistics Section will work on either secondary data 

produced by other Ministries covering particular subjects or on information 

directly collected by the Central Statistical Office. 

The National Income Section acts rather like the accounting organisation 

of a private firm and brings together all the information on the income and 

expenditure of the Empire, and then draws up accounts which show how the 

income is generated and how it is expended. It 1s largely on the composite 

work of this section that planning is based and the true value of the work 

done by all the other sections is shown here. 
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To fill gaps in the basic statistics ot Ethiopia and to provide a 

scientific basis for economic development plans, the Central Statistical 

Office, in co-operation and consultation with most economic and development 

Ministries and agencies concerned, launched in 1963 a National Sample Survey, 

which is multi-purpose in character and is to collect data on population, 

vital statistics, agriculture, livestock, agricultural prices in rural areas, 

etc. This survey will provide overall estimates on the awraja (sub-province) 

level, but more detailed statistics will be for the provincial level only. 

Rural consumption studies, crop cutting experiments as well as urban censuses 

and surveys form part of the survey programme. 

The field work was begun on a pilot and experimental scale in 1956 E.C. 

(1963/4) in Shoa Province with the limited resources of the Central Statistical 

Office and the Ministry of Agriculture. At the time of writing five provinces 

have been completed while urban surveys for twenty-two towns have also been 

completed. 

The survey 1s planned to cover the whole Empire of Ethiopia. For the 

rural survey this will be done province by province and it is hoped to complete 

the basic survey by the end of 1967. The urban areas will be covered during 

the ra~ seaeon, July to September, and here the work will be concentrated 

on the largest towns first, working down until all municipal (urban) areas 

are covered . 

A wide range of statistics will be obtained from the National Sample 

Survey for each of the 99 awrajaa of the country. 

The enquiries consist of three general types : 

(i) basic questions on the number of persons, their age, sex, literacy, 

occupation, employment status, births and deaths last year, number 

of children ever born to married women and questions on agricultural 

land, tenancy, mode of payment of rent on land, areas under various 

crops , size of holdings, their fragmentation and livestock number ; 

(ii) general information about each sub-district on its accessibility, 

major ethnic groups, type of farming, important crops with 

harvesting dates, schools and medical facilities, water supply, 

measurement units used, etc.; 

(iii) a market questionnaire for obtaining the price s of main commodities 

in the local market on the day of visit. 
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In August/September 1965, urban surveys were carried out in twenty-two 

towns whQse population was estimated at over 10,000. The purpose of these 

surveys was: 

(a) to establish, as quickly as possible, reliable estimates of the urban 

population of Ethiopia as a concomitant part of the National Sample 

Survey; 

(b) to establish an industry frame, in which a census of industry can be 

developed; 

(c) to establish a frame of wholesale and retail outlets in urban areas 

which can be used to develop work in distribution . 

The Survey covers all the de facto civil population of the towns in a 

total count of the persons who slept on the premises on a given night while 

the household population only is covered in a 10 percent sample of households 

to which is added a sample duplication to raise the estimates to total town 

population. 

Reports on al l towns covered are in preparation and further work is 

being planned to cover the remaining urban centres. 

With the National Sample Survey and the development of the sections of 

the Office as described above , much information on Ethiopia will become 

ava ilable in the next year or s o. 

Finally, it should be emphasized that the Central Stati stica l Office is 

intended as a service to both Government and private industry. Enquiries 

for information and assistance ar e welcomed and every effort will be made by 

the Central Statisti ca l Cff ic~ to provide satisfactory answers and services.

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THE CALENDAR 

In Ethiopia variouB authorities use different calendar years in compilation 

of statistical series. 

The following table sets out the relation between the Ethiopian and Gregorian 

years. In the Ethiopian year, there are 12 months of }O days and one month, Pagume, 

of 5 or 6 days at the end of the year. The trade year and the fiscal year are also 

shown in the table. 

Throughout the Abstract when figures were obtained for the Gregorian year a 

split year is shown in the Ethiopian calendar, and, inversely, spIlt Gregorian 

years are shown where the data are tor Ethiopian years. For example, 1965 in the 

Gregorian calendar is the period Tahsas 23, 1957 to Tahsas 22, 1958 E.C. and is 

shown as 1957/8. Likewise, 1957 E.C. covers the Gregorian year September 11, 1964 

to September 10, 1965 and is shown as 1964/5.

Table A.l. Estimates for 1965 contained in this table are based on the 

population reporting for 1956, carried out under the instructions of the 

Ministry of Interior. Estimates were obtained from 69 sub-provinces, 238 

districts, and 605 Bub-districts. For thirteen provinces (excluding Eritrea) 

about 87 percent of the total estimated population for 1956 was covered by 

the original reported material. The remaining 13 percent was estimat ed. 

(See the Ethiopian Observer, Vol. 5, No.2.) 

From 1956 to 1964 an estimated annual rate of natural increase of 1.6 percent 

has been applied; for 1965 the rate of 1.8 percent was used. 

Table A.3. These estimates are buil t up from the estimates of the Ministry 

of Interior and surveys undertaken in 1965 by the Central Statistical Office 

in co-operation with the Municipalities Section or the Ministry of Interior. 

The Addis Ababa estimate 1s based on the 1961 census. Estimates for Goba, 

Gore, and Chencha are those made by the Ministry of Interior. 

Table A.4. The age structure for Addis Ababa is taken from the 1961 census, 

that for Aamara from a survey made by the Central Statistical Office in 1962 

and all other towns from the 1965 C.S.O. surveys. Except ror Addis Ababa, 

the figures are raised from a 10 percent sample of total population. 

Table A.6. In this table piped water is shown in some towns where there is 

no municipal water supply. These are cB;ses where water is piped from private 

supplies. 

Tabl e A.7. The group 'other' includes all free and subsidized housing. 

Table A.B. The Public Security Department of the Ministry of Interior is the 

primary source of tourist and migration statistics. B.y Proclamation No. 57 

of 1944, every roreigner is required, within 30 days of his (or her) arrival 

in Ethiopia or of his (or her) attaining the age of 16 years and thereafter 

annually, to report in person to the registrar, and an identity card (Fbreigner's 

Registration Book) is issued to him or her. Tourist and migration statistics 

are available since 1963. Data on tourism and migration prior to 1962/3 do 

not include Eritrea. 

Re-Entrants: Persons ~eturning to the country are classified as returning 

residents if (a) they pos~ess a valid re-entry visa, or if (b) they have been 
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absent for less than one year, or, if for educational purposes abroad, for 

less than two years. 

Immigrants: Persons entering the country are classified as new immigrants 

if they are not returning residents as defined above and have an entry permit, 

which a llows them to become residents of the country. 

Emigrants: An emigrant is a person proceeding out of Ethiopia for a destination 

elsewhere without the immediate intention of returning to the country t excluding 

visitors and persons in transit. 

Transients: Persons in transit are defined as those who have an in-transit 

visa. These visas are issued at the Ethiopian consulates abroad or at the 

airports in Addis Ababa and Asmara to persons passing through the country to 

a destination outside it. They are valid for a period of up to seven days. 

Tourists: Persons classified thus are those who have a visitor's or tourist I s 

visa, which can be obtained either at the Ethiopian consulates abroad or at 

the airports in Addis Ababa and Asmara. These visas are valid up to 3 months 

and allow the visitor to pursue temporarily his business or profession as 

well as covering visitors on holiday. 

Table A.10. Proclamation No. 152 of 1956 sets out the following: 

Every person, an Ethiopian national by birth, shall be entitled to vote at 

the general elections, provided that he (or she) shall satisfy the following 

requirements: 

(a) for at least one year immediately preceding each election, he shall have 

resided in the electoral district in which he votes; 

(b) he shall be at least twenty-one years of agej 

(c) he shall have completed registration in accordance with the requirements 

of the present lawj and 

(d) he shall not be disqualified for any of the reasons set out hereinafter. 

Shall be disqualified to vote in any general election in the Empire, an~ 

person who: 

(a) is insane, or 

(b) is serving a sentence of imprisonment, or 

(c) has lost his civil rights, pursuant to the provisions of the Ethiopian 

penal code.

SECTION C. AGRICULTURE AND LIVESTOCK 

As reported in the introduction a considerable development in the field ot 

agricultural statistics is be ing made in the National Sample Survey.

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SECTION E. INDUSTRY 

In these tables the Gregorian calendar is used. No attempt was made to adjust 

figures of firms who submitted information on the basis of a financial year or 

of the Ethiopian year. but the approximation used ie considered satisfactory. 

TablesE.l to 6. It will be noted that the number of firms covered in the three 

years varies considerably. Figures shown for 1961 and 1962 have in fact been 

raised from a basic number of returns actually received for those years. Figures 

for 1963 are actuals. The 1964 survey (completed too late for inclusion) covered 

254 firms. It will be used as the basis of future surveys. 

The figures show only large Bcale production in Ethiopia and are in many cases, 

particularly in the food industry, underestimates of total production. 

TableoE.7 and 8. All establishments in the twenty-one towns surveyed in 1965 by 

the Central Statistical Otfice are shown in major industrial groups . The figures 

in Table E.? include own-account workers, unpaid family workers, and employees. 

Tabl ... I.9 and 10 give details of the eleotricity undertakings of the Ethiopian 

Electric Light and Power Authority, and of SEDAO Electricity Share Company of 

Asmara. 

EELPA uses the Ethiopian calendar and SEDAO worka on the Gregorian calendar but

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SECTION H -EXTERNAL TRADE 

The trade statistics shown for the years 1962 to 1964 refer to all customs 

ports, stations, airports, and post offices in the Empire. 

The Ethiopian Commodity Trade Classification (EeTC), based on the standard 

International Trade Classification (revised), waa introduced as from the 11th 

September 1961.. The classification consists of ten sections. (See pages 98-106.) 

Sections are further sub-dividedmto 177 divisions and, within these, nearly 

1,000 items are specified. In this Abstract only the major classification of 

items - some 500 - are shown. 

IMPORTS: Goods entered at the time of importation for consumption or warehousing 

into Ethiopia, including goods which are subsequently re-exported or re-directed. 

HE-EXPORTS: Imported goods subsequently re-exported without change of form or 

re-exported as ships' or aircraft's stores. 

EXPORTS: Ethiopian products, including imports which are exported after being 

transformed, improved or repaired. 

COVERAGE: All Government and non-Government transactions, 

goods financed by grants and loans, 

postal trade, 

bunkers' and ships' stores 

are included in the 1963 and 1964 fi gures. For 1962, the following were aleo 

included: 

Goods imported by diplomatic and consular missions to the extent the details 

were shown on the declaration, and personal effects of passengers. 

The following items are excluded from trade reports: 

Gold and 

temporary imports. 
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VALUATION: Imports - c . i .f. Ethiopian por ts and customs stations, but c.i.f. 

Djibouti values are accepted if so shown on the declaration. Thus transit 

charges and insurance and frei ght charges for railway carriage between Djibouti 

and the border of Ethiopia are not included in values of imports using this 

route . 

Export s - f .o.b. Ethiopian ports and customs stations , but goods dispatched 

through Djibouti are valued at f . 0. b. the Ethiopian customs station of clearance 

on the Franco-Ethiopian Rai lway and hence exclude freight , ins urance, and other 

char ges from t he loadins station to the border . 

COUNTRY: Origin- The importers are obliged to B ~lbmit manufacturer s' invoices 

with import declarations . Generally the country of origin is then the country 

in which goods were grown or produced. 

Destination - The country of final destination to the extent identifiable 

fro m records. Special care in this matter is gi ven by the customs authorities 

to exports consigned to Djibout i and Aden. 

TablesH.6 (a) and (b) give coffee export s by country of destination monthly 

for the years 1963/4 and 1964/5, showing exports to quota countries and non­

quota countrjes as defined in the InternationAl Coffee Agreement . It should be 

noted that the year of reporting for these tables is not compar ab l e with that 

of the trade statistics generally , but the additional detailed information has 

been included because of the importance of coffee in the total export trade 

of Ethiopia.

Table H. B. This table was prepared by the Central Statist i cal Offi ce to show 

the relative importance of Ethiopia's trade , in the last three years,with the 

various currency blocks of the world.

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SECTION I - NATIONAL INCOKE 

There have been several exercises at preparing national income estimates for 

Ethiopia. The C,S.D. estimates shown here are the first three-year series yet 

made. The main purpose of the series is to allow a study to be made over time, 

and comparability is therefore essential. As more detailed information becomes 

available, it will be necessary to revise the series but for the next two years 

the basic methodology should be maintained in the interest of comparability. 

The object of national accounting is to produce a set of aggregates which reveal 

the main aspects of a country's economy. There are three basic ways in which 

the aggregate income of a country can be measured. These are: 

1. the total value of production of goods and services originating in 

the various industries which make up the economyj 

2. the total of incomes received by those producing these goods and services; 

3. the total expenditure (including savings) of the rece1pients of this 

income. 

These basic aggregates which, in theory are equal, provide three different 

methods of classifying the total resources of a country and thereby reveal three 

different aspects of its economy. 

In the production approach gross domestic product is classified according to 

the industry or service producing it. 

Incomes can be classified according to the form of factor income produced (Le. 

wages, rent), operating surplus). Incomes derived directly from current production 

of goods or services are called factor incomes and may be distinguished from 

transfer incomes. Payments for which no goods or services are received in 

return are called transfer payments, and to the persons or organic at ions 

receiving these payments they are transfer incomes. It is therefore possible 

to re-allocate factor incomes by means of current transfers (such as dividends, 

interest, grants, and direct taxes) to the type of person or organization receiv­

ing them. 

In the expenditure approach the income is classified according to the type of 

final product or service on which it is spent. 

Due to lack of oata, an articulated system of sec 'Cor a",counts cannot at present 

be prepared. In the preparation of the tables in this section, the basic 

approach has been conditioned by the statistics available and all three methods 

have had to be used in composing different pieces of the aggregates. (See 

Central Statistical Office, The National Accounts of Ethiopia, 1965.)

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SECTION K. BANKING AND BALANCE OF PAYlIENTS 

Currency: The Ethiopian dollar is e~ual in value to 0.355468 grammes of 

fine gold and is worth 40 US cents at par. 

Banks: Prior to January 1964, the State Bank was the central bank with the 

power, as agent of the Ministry of Finance, to issue bank notes and coins 

and was the sale authorized dealer in foreign exchange. It was also up to 

that date the main commercial bank in Ethiopia. By the Monetary and Banking 

Proclamation No. 206 of 1963, the State Bank was dissolved, and the National 

Bank of Ethiopia and the Commercial Bank of Ethiopia were formed w.e.f. 1st 

January 1964. The National Bank is the central bank of Ethiopia and the 

currency iSBuing authority, as agent of the Minister of Finance. The Commercial 

Bank, a8 its name indicates, undertakes all general banking business. 

The figures for commercial banks in the tables cover the following banks: 

1. Commercial Bank of Ethiopia, 

2. Addis Ababa Commercial Bank, 

3. Banco di Roma (Asmara), 

4. Banco di Napoli (Asmara). 

In view of the changes mentfbned above the main series shown in Tables K. 1 

and K. 2 are from 1964 only; for previous series, reference must be made to 

the Statistical Abstract 1964. 

DEVELOPMENT BANK: 

The Development Bank of Ethiopia was established in May 1951 by Imperial 

Charter to assist in the development of industrial and agricultural production 

and to foster the investment of private capital for production purposes by 

the granting of medium and long-term loans and credits to industrial, 

agricultural, or business enterprises for specific productive projects. 

Loans are granted for economically feasible projects either on personal 

guarantees, or mortgage of land and property, plant and machinery, etc. 

The rate of interest on agricultural loans is 7 percent per annum, and that 

on industrial loans 8 percent. The amount of the loan ranges from E$500 to 

ES3 million or more, depending on the industrial project concerned. The 

duration of such loans is also dependent upon the nature of the projects t it 

being the policy of the Bank that the repayment of loans should be made out 

of the current earnings of such projects. 

K. 4 (a) and K. 4 (b) give the balance of loans granted, outstanding 

at the end of the year, and the number, value, and detailed UBe of the loans.

Item 1 . Goods (Exports and Imports): Exports t.o.b.: Customs trade 

valuation plua 6 percent of the total value of exports excluding coffee 

to cover internal transportation costs; les8 over-valuation of coffee 

exports for selected years where this occurred, 1.e., prior to 1963.

Such transit fees represent 

payments to French Somaliland by Ethiopian importers for port duties, 

transport to quays, commission fees, and other handling and transit 

charges on imports. Ocean insurance is estimated at 1 percent of the 

total o .l.t . value of imports. 

Item 4. Other transportation: The entries cover receipts (credit) and 

expenditures (debit) abroad of the Ethiopian Air Lines; also receipts 

(credit) trom foreign ships calling at Massawa and Assab ports, and from 

foreign aircraft landing at Ethiopian airports; beginning 1962 , debits 

include remittances abroad by travel and shipping agents in Etbiopia. 

Item 5. Travel: Tbe credit entry covers expenditure in Ethiopia by 

travellers from abroad,in transit, on business, or on diplomatic missions. 

The debit entry covers expenditures by Etniopian students abroad and 

foreign exchange provided for travel expenses. 
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Item 6. Investment income: The credit entries cover interest earned 

on foreign deposits and sec uri ties held by the National Bank of Ethiopia. 

The debit entries cover interest payments b7 the Central Government on 

loans, and the profits of the maJor foreign companies operating in 

Ethiopia. 

Item 2. Government, not included elsswhere: The credit entries cover 

expendi ture of the U. S. Kagnew Station in Asmara and other receipts from 

foreign diplomatic and consular missions in Ethiopia. The debit entries 

cover Ethiopian consular and diplomatic expenditures abroad. 

Item 8. Other services: The item covers insurance claims (credit) by 

Ethiopian residents on foreign insurance companies, and non-merchandise 

premiums and claims (dabit) paid by Ethiopian residents. It further 

covers transfers for services which cannot be identified separately for 

inclusion elsewhere. 

Item 9. Private: 9.1. All donations and imports of capital by religious 

organisations are covered. 

includes money brought in and taken out by 

foreign migrants . 

9.3. Under this item are included U.S. commodity 

assistance under Titles II and III of P.L. 480. 

B. TRANSFER PAYMENTS: 

Item 10. Government: The credit entries cover grants received trom 

various Governments, including the United Nations and its agenCies, 

under technical assistance programmes, U.N .E.C . .1. expenditure in Ethiopia, 

and in 1962, United Nations reimbursement for the expenses of Ethiopian 

troops serving in the Congo, and Italian war reparation payments to 

Ethiopia. The debit entries cover Ethiopia's contribution to the United 

Nations and other grants by the Ethiopian Government. 

C. CAPITAL AND MONETARY GOLD: 

Item 11 . Private long-term (including all direct) investments: The 

entries cover changes in foreign direct investment in Ethiopia in the 

form of cash and capital goods, re-invested capital and new foreign 

investment. Estimated repayments ot long-term credits owed by private 

companies in Ethiopia and foreign capital amortization are debited 

under liabilities. 
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Item 12. Short-term trade credits: The entries cover changes in 

commercial credits by Ethiopian merchants from foreign merchants. 

Item 13. Central Government long-term loans : The entries cover loan 

withdrawals (credit) and loan repayment. (debits). 

Items 14 and 15. Central monetary institutions: Credit entries under 

these headings cover increases in liabilities resulting from Bubscription 

payments to the International Monetary Fund in Ethiopian dollars, or 

net decreases in holdings of gold, International Bank for Reconstruction 

and Development bonds, and other seourities of the National Bank. Debit 

entries under aesets represent net increases in Ethiopian subscriptions to 

thelnternational Monetary Fund in gold and Ethiopian dollars, or net 

increases in gold and foreign exchange holdings of the National Bank. 

Item 16. Other Banks : The entries represent net changes in foreign 

assets and foreign liabilities of the foreign banks operating in Ethiopia.

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SECTION O. EDUOATION 

TYPES OF SCHOOLS: 

Government schools are schools operated by the Ministries of Education, Public 

Health, Public Works agd Communications, Posts, Telegraph and Telephone, etc. 

and, of course, include Haile Sellassie I University. 

Private schools are schools operated by a private person or institution, or a 

religious organisation with or without assistance from the Government. 

Mission schools are schools operated by religiouB missions with or without 

assistance tram the Government. 

Community schools are Bchools established through community initiative and by 

means of Government assistance in the form of staft, buildings, or land. fhe 

purpose of these schools is to implement the Proclamation on Baaic and Adult 

Education and to promote community participation in the National Education 

Programme. 

Church schools are schools maintained and operated by the Ethiopian Orthodox 

Church. Most of these schools teach reading, writing, and religion but some 

follow the Ministry of Education curriculum. The data on church schools in the 

tables include only the latter. 

Specialized schools are schools having at least one grade in a specialized 

subject t such 8S agriculture, commerce, health, teacher training, technical and 

vocational training, etc. 

GRADES: 

In the tables, grades have been grouped according to the system now being 

established by the Ministry of Education. Under the new system, the primary grades 

are grades 1 to 6, the junior secondary include grades 7 and 8, and the senior 

secondary cover grades 9 to 12.

THE COURTS: Under the terms or the Administration ot Justice Proclamation, 

1942 (Negarit Gazeta, 1st year, No.2), the High Court heard appsals from 

decisions of the province courts and also had, and still has, original 

jurisdiction. Ths High Court sat in Addis Ababa and in the provincial 

capitals when necessary. According to the Courts Proclamation, 1962 (Negar1t 

Gazeta, 22nd year, No.7), from 5 May 1963, the High Court sit. permansntly 

in the provinces as well as 10 Addis Ababa and the province courts have been 

al:>olished. 

Thus, cases which formerly were presented to district courta and then to sub­

province court a now go to the district courts. Cases which formerly were 

presented to province courts now go to sub-province courts, and appeals from 

decisions of the sub-province courts are presented directly to the reorganised 

High Court.
