The following table eeta out the re l at ion between the Ethiopian and Gregorian 

years. In the Ethiopian year, there aTe 12 month s of 30 days and one month, Pagume, 

of 5 or 6 days at the end of the year. The t rade year and the fi ac al year are also 

shown in the tab l e. 

Throughout the Abstract when figures wer e obtained fo r the Gregorian year a 

split year is shown in the Ethiopian cal endar, and, inversely, split Gregorian 

years are shown where the data are for Ethiopian ye ar s. For ex ample , 1966 in the 

Gregorian calendar is the period TahS8S 23 , 1958 t o Taheae 22, 1959 E. C. and is 

shown as 1958/9. Likewise, 1958 E.C. covers the Gregorian year Sept ember 11, 1965 

to September 10, 1966 and is shown ae 1965/6 .

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A BOTE ON THE CENTRAL STATISTICAL OFFICE 

The importanoe at the subject of etatietlcs lieD in the tact that many 

things and eTents ot ever;yday lite CaD be described and studied quant~t.tiye17 . 

Statistics is the set at principles and methode ot col l ection, presentatioD, 

anal,.eis, and interpretation ot numerical data. In nation .. l development planning, 

statistics ot all aspects of the country ' s economy are required~ The work of 

the Statiatical Oftice is to ensure that Buch information, reliably based, 1s 

made available to the Government and people 80 that wise decis10ns may be taken 

and valid inferences drawn about the effects of actions now taken on the fu.ture 

economy of the country. 

The Central Statistical Ofr~ce was first given an independent budget for 

the year 1961/2. Therefore. the publication of this fourth Statistical Abstract 

marks the titth year of operation ot the Ottice. 

The duties and function ot the Central Statiatical Of'1c8 are: 

(a) formulation and implementation of otatlstieal programmes in conformity 

with the general priorities laid down b7 the authorities; 

(b) assistance to the departmental statistical otfices in formulation and 

adoption ot standards I statistical methods and records, in conformity 

with the recommendations of the United Nations and other international 

agencies; 

(c) collection and analysis of all economic and eocial statistics collected 

by the various statistical offices in the Government and allied 

departments; 

Cd) organisation of censuses and surveys and other statistical inquiries 

1n co-operation with the government admin istrations concerned; 

(e) assiet the departmental statistical offices in data processing. 

(t) publication of statistical data in the torm. ot periodical bulletins, 

yearbooks t brochures, etc.; 

(g) provision of facilities for the training of statistical personnel; and 

(h) maintenance of liaison between the Government and external statisticsl 

agencies. 
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Gince 1961/2 the momentum or statistical development in Ethiopia has been 

considerable and Ethiopia has now entered a period of planned statistical 

progress. Such development has become essential because or the decision or the 

GOTernment that the Central Statistical Office would become the source or all 

Itatlstics required for planning purposes. 

Inter-Ministerial co-operation with Central Statietical Otfice has beeD 

iaproving regularly. There has been marked iocrease in the number ot projects 

~hloh are being carried out jointly, and proje~t8 tor which Central Statistical 

Office's advice is solicited during the designing and preparatory phase, a8 well 

&8 during the tinal processing and tabulation of the data. Bowever, the co-

operation up to now has been in the line of developing the basic statistical 

8erie8~ More co-ordinated work will be needed in order to establish statistical 

standards and olassifications, ~trengtheniog the statistical organisations, 

improving the techniques ot collecting data and utilizing economically the a"'9.1l­

able resources in terms or trained personnel and equipment . 

The basic organisation ot the orr ice is into three divisions at social and 

economic etatistics and services, within each of 'A'hlch there are subject divisions.

The sections are working on either secondary data produced by other 

Ministries covering particular subjects or 00 information directly collected by 

the Central Statistical Office. Meanwhile, the work of the National Accounts 

Section is based on the results obtained from the various sections. This Section 

acts rather like the accounting organisation of a private firm and brings together 

all the information on the income and expenditure of the Empire, and then draws 

up accounts which show how the income is generated and how it is expended. 
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It is large17 on the composite work ot this section that planning is based and 

the. true value of the work done by all the other sections is shown here. For the 

components ot income or expenditure, tor which the actual data is not available 

in making estimates the section has been consulting specialists in particular 

t1elds tram the Ministries and other institutions. 

To fill gaps in the basic statistics of Ethiopia and to provide a scientific 

basis tor economic development plans, the Central Statistical Office, in co­

operation and consultation with most economic and development Ministries and 

agencies concerned. launched in 1963 a National Sample Survey, in 1965 the Urban 

Su.rvey and in 1966 the Rural Household Consumption Survey. 

(A.) The National Sample Survey is multipurpose in character and was designed 

to collect information on popula,tion, vital statistics, agriculture, livestock, 

and agricultural prices. The survey was planned to cover the rural areas 

at the whole Empire. 

have been completed. 

But at the time of writing 12 provinces (out ot 14) 

The survey provided detailed statistics on provincial 

level while overall estimates are obtained for the a.rajas (sub-provinces). 

The statistics obtained from the rural surveye covered: 

(1) basic data on the number ot persons, their age, sex, literaoy 

occupation, employment status, births and deaths last year, number 

of children ever born to married women and questions on , agricul tural 

land, tenancy, mode of payment of rent on land. areas under various 

crops, size at holdings, their fragmentation and livestock numbers; 

(ii) general information about each aub-district on its acces sibility, 

major ethnic groups, type of farming, important crops with harvesting 

dates, schools and medical faCilities , water supply, measurement 

units used, etc.j 

(111) market information on prices ot main commodities in the local market 

on the day at visit. 

(B) The Urban Surveys have been undertaken by the field staff of the 

National Sample Survey. To date more than 170 urban areas have been covered. 

The purpose of these surveys was: 

(1) to establish, as quickly as possible, reliable estimates of the 

urban population of Ethiopia as a concomitant part of the National 

Sample Survey; 
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(11) to establish an industry frame, in which a census of industry can 

be developed; 

(ill) to establish a frame of wholesale and retail outlets in urban areas 

which can be used to develop work in distribution. 

The survey covers all the de facto civil population of the towns in a total 

count ot the persons who slept on the premises on a given night while the house­

hold population only Is covered in a 10 percent sample ot households to which 

is added a sample duplication to raise the estimates or total town popUlations. 

(0) The Rural Household Consumption Survey is expected to cover the whole 

Empire by June 1968. To date work in 5 provinces have been completed. The 

survey will provide lnIormatlon on: 

(1) Household composition and Housing condition; 

(11) Household facilities and tenurej 

(iIi) Total household income, consumption and expenditure as well 8S the 

breakdown ot the components. 

Tbe survey will provide usetul information, (a) tor assessing the contri­

bution ot the household sector to the national production, (b) tor preparing 

indices or consumer prices and level or cost ot living and (c) tor making demand 

analyeis and long-term forecast on consumption pattern. 

The results obtained trom these surveys (except some main data on urban 

population characteristics) have not been included in this Abstract. 

The results ot the National Sample Survey, have been published in special 

reports tor each province. Seven of these provincial reports have been issued 

till now. When the data .:Cor the 12 provinces have been processed, attempts will 

be made to obtain national eetimates (after proper adjustment) and results will 

be published in future Abstract. 

The results of the Urban surveys are a1eo published in special reports for 

the major towns while the data for thet small urban areas will be compiled together 

and reports prepared on provincial level only. To date, reports of 9 major towns 

have been published. 
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The first provinoial report on the household consumption survey will be 

issued in November 1967. 

The first round at the National Sample Survey took 4 years to complete and 

the work was carried out province by province. Due to the extended time period 

involved and ohangesin the design and methods introduced during the survey, the 

results obtained [or the different provinces were not on comparable basis and 

the compilation of the national e s timates will have to be arrived at by making 

a lot ot aseumptions and adjustment s . This procedure is likely to introduce 

substantial error in the national estimates. 

The experienoe obtained from the first round have enabled the Central 

Statistioal ~f!ice to standardize the survey techniques, and procedures. In 

addition to that the gradual increases over the years in number at !ieldstatt 

and amount ot fund have placed, the Central Statistioal Otfice in a pos ition ot 

carrying out auch type of national surveys on annual basis, in order to obtain 

reliable data on national level. 

The second round of the National Sample Survey which will start in November 

1966 is being designed with the view ot incorporating the points discussed above. 

The items to be covered in this ro~d will be similar to those at the previous 

round, except for the addition ot a small Bcale crop cutting work. All provinces 

w11l be surveyed at the same time. The emphasie in the seoond round ot the National 

Semple Survey will be in obtaining detailed and reliable eetimat. on' the national 

level and overall estimate on provincial level. The size at the s~ple may not 

be big enough to give awraja (sub- province) estimates . The Central Statistioal 

Ottice hopes to improve the accuraoy of the estimates and enlarge the tie Ids ot 

enquiry during the next successive rounds. The result ot these surveys taken 

together with the activities in the other fields of statistics will provide the 

basic information tor planning purposes and policy decisions . 

Finally, it should be emphasized that the Central Statistical Otfi'oe 1s 

intended 8S a service to both Government and private industry. Enquiries tor 

information and assistance are welcomed and every effort will be made by the 

Central Statistical Office to provide satisfactory answers and services.

Emigrants: An emigrant is a person proceeding out of Ethiopia for a destination 

elsewhere without the immediate intention of returning to the country, excluding 

visitors and persons in transit. 

Transients : Persons in transit are defined as those who have an in-transit 

visa. These visas are issued at the Ethiopian consulates abroad or at the 

airports in Addis Ababa and Asmara to persons passing through the country to 

8 destination outside it. They are val1.d for a period of up to seven days. 

Tourists: Persons classified thus are those who have a visitor's or tourist I s 

visa, which can be obtained either at the Ethiopian consulates abroad or at 

the airports in Addis Ababa and Asmara. 'rheso visas are valid up to :3 months 

and al l ow the visitor to pursue temporarily bis bus iness or profession a8 

well as covering visitors on holiday.

The trade statistics refer to all customs ports, stations, airports, and 

post officss in the Empire. 

The Ethiopian Commodity Trade Classification CECTC), based on the standard 

International Trade Classification (revised) , was introduced a8 from the 

11th September 1961. The classification consists of ten sections. The 

sections are further sub-divided into 177 divisions and, within these, 

nearly 1,000 items are specified. In this Abstract only the major 

classification of items - 80me 500 - are shown.

Exports - r. o. b. Ethiopian ports and customs stations, but goods dispatched 

through Djibouti are valued at t.o.b. the Ethiopian customs station or 
clearance on the Franco-Ethiopian Railway and honce exclude freight, 

insurance, and other charges trom the loading station to the border. 

COUNTRY: Origin - The importers are obliged to submit manufacturers' 

invoices with import declarations. Generally the country at origin 1s 

then the country in wbieh .goods were grown or produced. 

Destination - The country ot tinal destination to the extent identifiable 

.from records. Special care in this matter is given by the customs authorities 

to exports consigned to Djibouti and Aden.

La te r, fou!' ~uch .. l. tcmpts were made by 

the PVmnlne;: Board A.nd t,he Bank. Bu t: rOT' none of thoue Bcd.es r; oul d proper 

documentation be obt ntned p; t vi ng- explsont:l.onA for the. concepts and methodol ogy 

used . 

In 1964, by the instruction of t he Inter-Ministerial Commi ttee of St at i s ticians , 

the Central Statist ica l Office unde l~took th e respons ibil i ty t o compi le t he 

National Accounts , and in t he samo year produced provis ional e s timate s Cor the 

period 1961 - 1963. Those c s timate s have now been revi sed and the seri e s 

extended up to 1966 with little changes i n basic c oncept s and methodology. 

Three basic approache s to the measurement of National Accounts were applied 

depending upon the available St atistic s: (i) the product i on approach, which 

takes producti on as total value of goode and services ori ginating in the variou s 

industrie s which make up the ec onomy, (ii) the income approach 1 which considers 

production as the s um of income received by those producing these goods and 

servicea, and finally , ( ili ) the expendi ture approach, as total expenditure 

(including savings ) incurr ed by the r esident ot the country in their consumption 

of goods and services . 

Gr oss Domestic Produc t is classified according to the i ndustr y or services 

producing it. The contri butions made to gr oss domestic product by Public 

Administration, Defense, Education , Medical and Health services includes only 

expenditure on wages and salaries. 

Incomes have been classified according to the type of fac t or income produced 

(i .e. wages, rent, operating surplus). Incomes derived directly from current 

production ot g.:>ods and services are called factor incomes. Payments for which 

no goods or services are r eceived in return are treated as transfer payments, 

and to the persons or organizations receiving these payments as transfer income. 

In expend iture the inc ome is classified according to the type of product or 

services on which it 1s spent. 

The concepts and definitions ot major aggregates used on the National Accounts 

are g iven below: 



Gross Domestic Product (GDP) at Market Prices is the market value or the goode 

~d servlces, produced within the territory ot Ethiopia, before An7 allowance la 

made tor the cODsumptlon of ti~ed capital. It 1s equal to the sum ot consumption 

.~endituro b1 privato consumers and government, gross domestic capital formation, 

and net export of goods and services. 

Grose Domestic Product (GDP) at Factor Cost is less from Gros8 Domestic Product 

aarket prices by the amount oqual . to the difterence between indirect taxes and 

subsidies. Gross domestic product at factor cost for each industry 1s equal to 

the sum of emplo7ee compensation, profits before direct taxes, provisions for 

'capital ooneumption , interest and rent originated in i ndustry. 

Gross National Product (GNP) at Uarket Prices is the market value of gOO~8 and 

serviceD before deduction ot p~oviBion tor the consumption ot fixed capital 

attributable to the tactors ot produotlon supplied by the residents of Ethiopia. 

It is equal to the sum of consumption expenditure and gross domestio capital 

formation, and net expOI'"t of goode and eervieee plus net foetor inoome received 

tram abroad. It ditters from the Gross Domestio Produot at Market Prices b7 the 

amount ot net factor income from abroad. 

Net 'actor. Income from Abroad is exceos of faotor inoomes (interest, dividends, 

profits , etc.) paid abroad over faotor incomeo rece1ved from abroad. 

Private Consumptio~ Expenditure is the value of goods and services (purchased or 

self-produced) consumed by households and private non-profit institutions plue 

the net value of gifts in kind received trom abroad. I t includes consumption ot 

goode , what ever t heir durability, with exception of land and building which are 

included in capital expenditure. 

Government Consumption Expenditure repreoents the current expenditure on goods 

ADd servicee undertaken by government. It comprises compensation ot employees, 

net purohases by government trom local enterprises and trom abroad, l es8 sates by 

government ot goods and services. Government conslwpt ion expenditure excludes 

transfer payments, interest paid by government and subsidies. 

Gross Pixed Capital Formation includes the value of the purchases and own account 

construction of fixed assets (land, civil construction and works, machinery and 

equipment) by enterprises, households, private non-profit in8titutio~B and 

government.

The Development Bank of Ethiopia was established in May 1951 by Imperial 

Cbarter to assist in the development of industrial and agricultural product i on 

and to foster the investment of private capital for production purposes by t he 

granting of medium and long-term loans and credits to industrial, agricultural, 

or. business enterprises for specific productive projects. 

Loane are granted for economically feasible projects either on personal 

guarantees, or mortgage of land and property, pl ant and machinery, etc. Tbe r a te 

of interest on agricultural loans is 7 percent per annum, and that on industri al 

loans 8 percent. The amount of the loan ranges from E&500 to ES3 million or more I 

depending on the industrial project concerned. The duration of such loans is also 

dependent upon t he nature ot the projects, it bei ng the policy of the Bank that 

the repayment of loans should be made out of the current earnings of such pro jec ts.

SECTION O. EDUCATION 

Government schools are schools operated by the Ministries ot Education, Public 

Health, Agriculture , Communications, Posts, Telegraph and Telephone, etc. and, 

Haile Selassie I University. Community schools which were treated separately 

in previous publications are now inc luded in this section. 

Private schools are Bchools operated by a private person or institution, or a 

religious organisation with or without assistance trom the Government. 

Mission schools are schools operated by religious missions with or without 

assistance trom the Government. 

Church Bchools are schools maintained and operated by the Ethiopian Orthodox 

Church. Most ot these schools teach reading, writing, and re ligion but some 

follow the Ministry or Education curriculum. The data on church schools in the 

tables include only the latter. 

Specialized schools are schoole having at least one grade in a specialized 

subject, such as agriculture, commerce, health, teacher training, technical and 

vocational training, etc. 

GRADES: 

In the tables, grades have been grouped according to the system established by 

the Ministry of Education. Under the system, the primary grades are grades 1 

to 6, the jun jor secondary include grades 7 and 8, and the senior secondary 

cover grades 9 to 12.

~uri8diction. The High Court sat in Addis Ababa and in the provinoial 
capitals when neoessary . According to the Courts Proclamation, 1962 (Hegarit 
~, 22nd ;yoar, No.7), from 5 May 1963, the,High Court sit. permanentl;y 
in the provinces 8S well 8e in Addis Ababa and the province courts haTe been 
abolished. 

Thus, cases which !ormerlywere presented to district courts and then to sub­
province courts now go to the district courts. Cases which tormerl~ were 
presented to province courts now go to sub-province courts, and appeals trom 
decisions or t he Bub-province courts are presented directly to the reorganised 
High Court.
