INTRODUCTION AND OBJECTIVES OF THE SURVEY

1. INTRODUCTION

Ethiopa is basically an agricultural country where 85 % of the
population earn their livelihood from agriculture. The livestock
sub-sector which is an integral part of agriculture in the
Ethiopian context contributes a substantial amount to the
agricultural GDP. Currently there is a rapid growing demand for
livestock data. Government, non-governmental organizations and
private users need accurate livestock data for policy formulation

and investment decisions.

In this regard, the Central Statistical Authority has been
conducting an annual Agricultural Sample Surveys since 1980/81 (1973

E.C.) to provide information on certain livestock characteristics.

This bulletin, which is volume II of the Agricultural Sample
Survey, 1997/98 (1990 E.C) presents the objectives of the survey,
coverage and content of the survey, sample design, training of
field staff, field organization, method of data collection, some
bagic concepts and definitions and survey results of Livestock,
Poultry and Beehives. Furthermore, it presents appendices that
comprise of the survey questionnaire, number of EAs sampled and
actually covered, number of households planned to be covered and
actually covered, estimation procedures, standard errors and
coefficient of variation by type for livestock, poultry and
beehives. Like wise, standard errors and coefficient of variation

for cattle, sheep and goats by age and purposes are presented in

the appendix at national and regional levels.
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2. OBJECTIVE OF THE SURVEY

The general objective of the Agricultural Sample Survey ( AgSS )was
to collect basic quantitative information on the nation’s
agriculture that are considered essential for development planning

and socio-economic policy formulation.

In particular, the objectives of the agricultural Sample survey
were to estimate the total cultivated land; total production and
yield of major crops per hectare; crop land uses (temporary and
permanent) ; number of livestock and poultry by type, purpose, sex
and age; number of beehives and honey production in the private

peasant holdings for the country, regions and group of zones.



Part II

SURVEY METHODOLOGY, DATA COLLECTION
AND PROCESSING |

'/1. SCOPE, COVERAGE AND CONTENT OF THE SURVEY

1997

The 1997/98 (1990 E.C.) livestock survey, which is part of the.

annual agricultural sample survey, covered the rural part of the
country, except six zones in Somalie region and two zones in Afar
region. Furthermore the survey coverage was limited to nine weredas
out of 13 from the three covered zones in Somalie region and eight
weredas out of 15 from the three covered zones in Afar region.
Accordingly a total of 56 zones and 409 weredas were covered in the

survey. The areas covered by the survey are given in Table A.’

A total sample of 1420 EAs (2.84 % of the total EAs in the rural
sedentary portion of the country) were selected for the survey.
However, 25 EAs were "closed" (or not used) for various reasons
beyond the control of the Authority and the survey succeeded in
covering 1395 EAs(or 98.2 % of the original sample) . With respect
to ultimate sampling units, it was planned to cover 58,425
agricultural households. The response rate was found to be 96.9 %.
Distribution of sample units by domain (reporting levels) is given

in Appendix II of this bulletin.

This wvolume deals with number of livestock by type, sex, age
category, purpose, number of poultry by kind, number of beehives by
type and total honey production for the country, regions and zones

taken as reporting levels.

3 SAMPLE DESIGN

A stratified two-stage sample design was used to select the sample
in which the Primary Sampling Units (PSUs) were enumerationrareas
(EAs) . Samplé EAs from each domain were selected using systematic
probability proportional to size; size being number of households
obtained from the 1994 Population and Housing Census. Within each :
sample EA a fresh list of households was prepared at the beginning -
of the field work of the survey and for the administration of the
survey questionnaire 40 agricultﬁral households per sample EA were

systematically selected.

Definition of the survey domains was based on both technical and
resource congiderations. More specifically, sample sizes for the
domains were determined to enable provigion of major indicators
"with reasonable preciéion. subject to the resources that were
available for the survey. Estimation procedures of parameters and

their sampling error is presented in Appendix IIT.

4. FIELD ORGANIZATION

csA  Branch Statistical Office heads, fields supervisors,
enumerators, experts from the head office, other support staff and
drivers were involved in the operation of the survey.To accdmplish
the data collection all enumerators were equiped with the necessary
survey eguipment such as compass, protractor, ruler, measuring
tapes, poles, ropes, sample bags, ...etc. Moreover, a number of
four- wheel drive vehicles were used for supervision and collection

of completed questionnaires.



V5. TRAINING OF FIELD STAFFE

The field staff training program was carried out in two stages.
The firgst-stage consisted of trainees from the head office, Branch
Statistical Office heads and some of the field supervisors being
given training for one week at CSA’s headquarters complex in Addis
Ababa. Many of those trained in the first-stage conducted similar
training for field supervisors and enumerators for 10 days in all
of CSA’s 15 branch offices which are distributed around the
country.‘ During this second-stage training, the field enumerator
staff were given detailed classroom instruction on the objectives
and uses of the AgSS, concepts and definitions of terms used, the
method of area measurement, method of crop cutting, as well as
correct interviewing procedures,... etc. The enumerator’s training
also includes a field practice to reinforce the concepts discussed

in the classroom with regard to field measurement and crop cutting

data collection.

6. METHOD OF DATA COLLECTION

In each selected EA a fresh list of households was prepared and
then agricultural households were identified from the 1list of
households. From these identified agricultural households, 40
agricultural households were selected using a systematic sampling
technigques. Thus all agricultural holders belonging to the sampled
agricultural households were interviewed and the appropriate data
collected. The reference date for enumerating livestock, poultry

and beehives was Feb. 8, 1998.
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7. DATA PROCESSING

“A. EDITING, CODING AND VERIFICATION

The editing and coding instruction manuals were prepared, printed

and intensive training was given to about 24 editors - coders.
Following the initial editing and coding tasks, one professional
staff member was assigned to facilitate the editing and coding
activities. The edited and coded questionnaires were verified by

7 statistical technicians.

e
B. DATA ENTRY, CLEANING AND PROCESSING

About 20 data encoders participated in the data entry activity over
a 55 day period. The data was entered in personal computers using
IMPS (Integrated Microcomputer Processing System) software.
Following data entry the data was checked and cleaned by four
regular staff members. Finally, the data processing activity was
summarized on personal computers (PCs) to produce the tables that

were indicated in the original survey design tabulation plan.
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1. NATIONAL DISTRIBUTION OF LIVESTOCK, POULTRY AND BEEHIVES

SUMMARY OF THE RESULTS

The estimated number and percentage distribution of livestock, poultry and beehives population

of private holdings by type sex is presented in Table 1.

As shown in Table 1, the total livestock populaticn is estimated to be 64.4 million in which the
share of cattle, sheep and goats is about 35.37 million (54.92%), 13.43 million (20.85%) and
10.46 million (16.24%), respectively. The remaining 5.14 million (7.98%) are draught animals.
Among draught animals asses have a considerable share which amounts to 3.2 million. The total
number of poultry population is estimated to:be 33 million and the total numbei of beehives is 3.1

million.

As presented in Table 2, the livestock population of 1997/98 has increased by 4.54% as compared
to that of 1996/97.  This increment is attributed mainly by the increment of cattle population by
6.92: % '« Moreover, camels, mules :and horses have increased by 115% 25% and 15%,
respectively. The increment in the female livestock population is' 5.71 % while that of male is
2.76%.

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2. REGIONAL AND ZONAL DISTRIBUTION
2.1. CATTLE , SHEEP AND GOATS

The distribution of livestock, poultry and beehives by regions and zones are given in Tables 3 to

11.7 and a discussion for each species is given in the following paragraphs.

CATTLE

The number of cattle and its percentage distribution by regions is given in Table 3. As indicated
in this table, the highest number of cattle was reported in Oromia Region which is around 15.5
million (43.76%), followed by Amhara and SN.N.P Regions which have reported about 8.8
million (24.84%) and 6.8 million (19.3%), respectively. The number of A‘cattle and their

percentage share by zones are given in Tables 3.1 - 3.7.

SHEEP

Table 4 presents the estimated total number of sheep for private holdings at about 13.4 million.
Of this, Oromia Region has reported the largest number or 38% of the total. Regarding zonal
distribution of sheep, South Wolo in Amhara, Arsi in Oromia and East Tigray in Tigray Regions
are found to be dominant in their sheep population. Sheep population and their percentage

distribution by zones are shown in Tables 4.1 - 4.7.

GOATS

Table 5 presents the regional distribution of goats population. A significant number of goats are
reported in Amhara and Oromia regions, about 3 million each and constitute close to 58% of the
national goat population. Moreover, Tigray, SN.N.P.R and Afar regions have reported about
1.54, 1.46 and 0.77 million, respectively. The zonal distribution of goats are given in Tables 5.1 -

2.2, DRAUGHT ANIMALS

HORSES
The regional distribution of horses is given in Table 6. As shown in this table, the three regions,

i.e. Oromia, Amhara and S.N.N.P.R constitute over 99% of the total horse population of which
Oromia’s share is about 64% . Lowland regions like Afar, Somali and Dire Dawa did not report

horses at all. The zonal distribution of horses are given in Tables 6.1 - 6.5.

ASSES
As shown in Table 7, all regions except Gambela have reported asses which is about 3.2 million .

Regarding regional distribution, Oromia and Amhara have reported 1.3 (41.0%) and 1.2 (37.8%)
million asses, respectively. Moreover, Tigray and S.N.N.P regions have reported 340 and 200

thousand asses, respectively. Zonal distribution of asses are given in Tables 7.1 - 7.7.

MULES
The total number of mules in the country is estimated to be about 263 thousand. From this total

population, about 127 thousand, (48.3%) are males where as 136 thousand, (51.7%) are females.
Out of the total mule population Amhara, Oromia and S.N.N.P regions account for 94.65%.
Except Somali, Gambela, Harari and Dire Dawa all regions have reported mules . Zonal

distribution of mules are given in Tables 8.1 - 8.6.

CAMELS

The coverage of the 1997/98 Agricultural Sample Survey was extended and hence areas where
camels are predominantly found were included in the survey. As a result, the estimated number of
camels in 1997/98 increased significantly as compared to the previous year. Lowland regions,
like Afar and Somali account for 80% of the total camel population and Oromia region contribute
about 15% of the national estimate. The result of the survey indicates that their are about 479
thousand camels at national level. See table 9. In a similar way, zonal distribution of camels are

given in Tables 9.1 - 9.5.

2.3. POULTRY AND BEEHIVES

POULTRY
During the survey, attempts were also made to estimate the total number of poultry at national,

regional and zonal levels. As shown in Table 10, the total number of poultry in the country for
private holdings is estimated to be about 33 million. All regions have reported poultry data with a
wide variation, ranging from 11.6 million (35.2%) in Oromia to about 18 thousand (0.1%) in

Addis Ababa. See the details in Table 10.

Ambhara, SN.N.PR and Tigray regions are estimated to have 10.6 million (32%), 6 million
(18%) and 3.4 million (10%) birds, respectively. The zonal distribution for North Gonder, 22%
in Amhara, Arssi, 13% in Oromia, North Omo, 21% in SN.N.P.R and West Tigray 38% in
Tigray regions have reported a significant proportion of the total poultry population. Detail
zonal distribution of poultry are given in Tables 10.1-10.7

BEEHIVES

The estimated number of total beehives, as shown in Table 11, in the country is about 3.1 million
of which 3.09 million (99.5%) are traditional beehives. The regional distribution of traditional
beehives shows Oromia has the highest share (41%), followed by Ambhara (22%), and SN.N.P.R
(21%) of the national estimate. However, in the case of modern beehives, Amhara region
constitutes over half (52%), followed by SN.N.P.R (21 %) and Oromia (18%). Tables 11 -

11.7 present regional and zonal distribution of traditional and modern beehives.

3. DISTRIBUTION OF LIVESTOCK BY AGE GROUP

The number and percentage distribution of cattle, sheep and goats by sex and age group are
presented in Tables 12 and 13. Out of the total cattle population, the female cattle constitute
about 55% or about 19.5 million . Concerning age groups, over 64% of the total cattle are in

the three years and- over age category, with 29.0% male and 35.6% female.

In the case of sheep and goats, the largest share are in the age group of two years and over in the
female population, while the young stock under six months have the highest proportion of both
the male sheep and male goat categories. Comparing female and male stock under six months, the

proportion of the female stock is highest for both sheep and goats.

As it is presented in Table 16, the number of dairy cows are estimated to be 10.9 million of which
6.8 million are milking cows. Among cattle aged three years and over, cattle used for draught
purposes accounted for 41.62% and the percentage share of beef cattle is the lowest, 2.0% . Beef

cattle here refer to all cattle reared exclusively for meat, either for home consumption or for sale.

In Table 17, the regional distribution of cattle aged three years and over and under ten years are
estimated by purpose, such as milking cows, dairy cows, draught cattle, beef cattle and cattle

used for other purposes. In addition, Tables 17.1 - 17.7 show zonal distribution of cattle used for

different purposes.

4.2 SHEZP AND GOATS

Table 18 shows the number and percentage of sheep and goats raised for different purposes at
the national level. The percentage of sheep and goats kept for mutton and meat is higher for
males. Moreover, the data indicates that female sheep and goats are primarily kept for breeding
purposes. Among the sheep herd two years and over, only 9.6 thousands (14%) are kept for
wool production and they are mainly found in the Amhara Region. Zonal distribution of sheep by
purpose are given in Tables'19.1 - 19.7.

Table 20 presents the number and percentage distribution of goats aged two years and over used
for different purposes at the regional level. Accordingly, goats kept for breeding, ﬁleat and milk
account for 78%, 11% , and 10%, respectively. Distribution of goats by purpose and by zone are
given in Tables 20.1 - 20.7.

4.3 DRAUGHT ANIMALS

As shown in Table 21, among the total draught animals, the percentage of asses is considerably
high, (77%), while horses are about 18% of the total . On the other hand, the percentage
contribution of camels is the least 1% of the total draught animals.- Here, draught purposes refer
to animals used for agricultural practices such as ploughing, threshing and transporting to and
from the farm.
