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CHAPTER |

BACKGROUND

1.1 Introduction

Among the adverse conditions liable to early warning system such as plague,
flood, and earthquake... etc. drought is a long aged and the most frequent adversity
in Ethiopia. Even though the history of drought and the resulting famine is not
systematically documented, even as a despline of history in Ethiopia, it is believed
that it goes back to the era of before the birth of Christ. According to C.A. Wood,
however, the chronogically-documented history of drought and related famine goes
back to 11™ century. Since then quite a number of drought years that do not reveal

any cyclicity or periodicity have passed.

Nevertheless, since meteorological recoding began in Ethiopia, rainfall data reveals
that years of lean rainfall tends to repeat themselves every seven to ten years,
which usually referred as years of poor harvest, consequently drought is believed

to follow the same pattern.

In recent years, however, the situation in Ethiopia is dramatically changing.
Drought has shortened its cycle and increased its frequency, to the level it repeats
itself every two years, and some times every other year. The drought has not only
shortened its cycle but also increased its area coverage and size of victim
population at each drought year. It is worth mentioning to mention the year
2002/03 (1995E.C) drought that has affected a population of 10-14 million and

quite a substantial number of livestock of the country. Thus the situation



mentioned calls for close and continuous monitoring and assessment of the total

food supply of the country on seasonal basis. -

In Ethiopia, therefore, assessing total food supplies and providing timely early
warning signals to the emerging difficulties due to drought and other natural
calamities are and remain to be the primary objectives of the efforts to be made by
the government and the concerned non-government organizations. Towards this
end, many factors need to be taken into consideration. Among these factors,
obtaining reliable and timely pre-harvest forecast estimates of food crop
production is paramount importance. Hence, compiling reliable, accurate and
timely crop production forecast data for users should get prior consideration. In
order to take all the necessary and appropriate measures in administering exports
or imports, management of stocks and distribution of food to deficit regions,
regulation of price control both during periods of surplus or deficit...etc. have to

be given due attention

In agricultural statistics the term “forecast” is used to indicate qualitative or
quantitative information compiled and released before harvest. It differs from an
“estimate” which is always quantitative and compiled during harvest time or

afterwards.

A forecast of crop production can therefore be defined as a statement of the most
probable production of the crop, which is expected to be obtained from the coming
harvest, based on reasonable expectations of the crop growing conditions through

the harvest period.



The 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Crop Production Forecast estimates are based on data
collected from peasant holders using scientifically accepted probability sampling
methodology subject to the conditions and expectations for harvest at the time of
data collection, that is, from 11 September through 10 October 2002 (i.e. from
Meskerem 1 to 30, 1996 E.C.).

This report is therefore, presents basic information on the area and production of
major crops production forecast for the coming 2003/04 (1996 E.C.), Meher

season harvest, at country, regional as well as zonal/special wereda levels.

1.2 Objectives of the Crop Production Forecast Survey

The objectives of the 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Crop Production Forecast survey is to
produce basic quantitative information on area and expected production of major
food crops . This information can serve as an earlier indicator to warn policy
makers and planners about the emerging difficulties that result from surplus of
deficit crop production in the coming main season harvest. Therefore, timely crop
production forecast estimates made on the quantity of the expected production of
the 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Meher (Main) season crops prior to their harvest are used
as a primary input for policy preparation and implementation of timely measures
such as administering exports or imports, management of stocks and distribution of
food to different regions, regulation of prices at the time of surplus or deficits,

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CHAPTER 11
SURVEY METHODOLOGY, DATA COLLECTION AND PROCESSING

2.1 SCOPE, COVERAGE AND CONTENT OF THE SURVEY

Like the year before, the 2003/4 (1996 E.C) annual Crop Production Forecast
Sample Survey covered the rural population in all the regions of the country
~ except the non-sedentary population of three zones of Afar and six zones Somali

regions.

Initially, to be covered by the survey, a total of 2,072 enumeration areas (EAs)
were selected. However, due to various reasons that are beyond control, in 53 EAs
the survey could not be successful and hence interrupted. Thus, all in all the
survey succeeded to cover 2,019 EAs (97.4%) throughout the regions. The Crop
Production Forecast Sample survey was conducted on the basis of 10 agricultural
households selected from each EA. Regarding the ultimate sampling units, it was
intended to cover 20,720 agricultural households, however, only 20183 (97.4 %)

were actually covered by the survey.

2.2 SAMPLE DESIGN

A two stage stratified sample design was used to select the sample in which the
primary sampling units (PSUs) were enumeration areas. Except Harari, Addis
Ababa and Dire Dawa, where the region as a whole is considered to be the domain
of estimation, each zone of a region / special wereda that is considered to be a
zone by itself was adopted as a stratum for which major findings of the survey are

reported. For the details of the number of strata in each region see Summary Table
I1.1 below.

Sample enumeration areas from each stratum were sub samples of the 2001/2
(1994 E.C) Ethiopian Agricultural Sample Enumeration. They were selected
systematically using probability proportional to size; size being number of
agricultural households obtained from the 1994 Population & Housing Census and
adjusted for the sub sampling effect. Within each sample EA a fresh list of
households was prepared and 10 agricultural households from each primary
sampling unit were selected at the second stage. The survey questionnaire is
finally administered for those 10 agricultural households selected at the second

stage. Estimation procedure of totals, ratios, sampling error and the measurement



of precision of estimates are given in Appendix I and IT respectively. Distribution

of sampling units (sampled and covered) by strata is also presented in Appendix
111

3. Field Organization

In order to systematically and efficiently accomplish the data collection activities
of the 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Crop Production Forecast Sample Survey in the field,
a comprehensive field organization was exercised. Accordingly, all the technical
personnel of CSA, heads of the 25 Branch Statistical Offices as well as field
supervisors and enumerators were fully involved in the administration of the
2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Crop Production Forecast Sample Survey operations. For
conducting the survey, a total of 2193 (including reserves) field enumerators were
recruited, trained and were assigned in each selected sample EA. One supervisor is
assigned to closely supervise and follow up the work of 5 enumerators. Moreover,
experts from the CSA’s headquarters, and other supporting staff were involved in

the survey operation.

All enumerators were equipped with the necessary survey material and equipment
such as questionnaires, instruction manuals, compasses, measuring tapes,
programmable calculators, iron pegs, ... etc. just before the enumerators were
employed to their respective enumeration areas (The survey questionnaires are

given in Appendix IV).



3.1 Training Of Field Staff

Before conducting the Crop Production Forecast Sample Survey, it required
considerable planning and acquisition of all relevant survey materials. These
included the training of personnel, procurement of equipment, designing and
printing of questionnaires, as well as enumerators’ and supervisors’ instruction

manuals.

The training progratﬁ for this survey was carried out in two stages. In the first
stage, 71 trainees from the CSA professional staff were trained for 8 days at CSA
headquarters. Those trained in the first stage conducted similar training for about
447 field supervisors and 2193 field enumerators for two weeks at the 25 Branch
Statistical Offices located all over the country.

The content of the training document focused on specific and details pertaining to
the survey, including detailed classroom instruction on the purpose, terminology,
concepts and definitions used in the prdccss of under taking the survey.
Furthermore, the training program comprised field practices i.e. how to correctly
complete each questionnaire and undertaking the operations of field area

measurement techniques.

4. Method of Data Collection and Crop Production Forecasting

4.1 Method of Data Collection

The data collected from the sample agricultural holders for the crop production

forecast estimates consisted of both subjective questions that is meant to obtain



information pertaining to the nature of productivity expectations through direct
interviews and objective method associated with field measurements. Data are
collected objectively by measuring all fields under temporary and permanent crops
using compasses and measuring tapes (see Appendix III for the total number of
fields measured). On the other hand, the expected crop production forecast
estimates are calculated from the data that are collected directly from the sampled
peasant household or holder. The sampled holders subjectively responded
~ concerning the “conditions™ or the expected percentage changes on crop yields (i.e.
increase or decrease) as compared to last year’s yield. The enumerator is trained to
systematically present the questions to the respondents on percentage changes
using the local translation and meaning. The enumerator is also trained on how to
use comparative associations to represent the concept of percentage changes in
units to the holder in such a way that he/she could calculate the percentage changes

and fill in the questionnaire.

This forecast estimation procedure has proven successful in the past years and also
avoids the serious problems in Ethiopia of using many different local units of
measurements that the farmers could otherwise report on absolute yield. This
subjective data on percentage yield change is recorded on the questionnaire for
each temporary and major permanent crops by interviewing all holders within the

selected 25 agricultural households in each enumeration area.

4.2 Method of Crop Production Forecasting

The Crop Production Forecast for 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) is based on what could be
considered a three-component production “Model”. The first component

production “model” is the survey’s direct expansion estimate of the actual



cultivated area (obtained from the objectively measured fields during ‘the
September-October field data collection period). The second component
production “model” uses last year’s Meher (Main) season crop yield estimate
obtained from objectively collected crop cuttings, however, since such exercise has
not been carried-out last Meher season as a result crop yield estimate for last year
is not available. Hence, in this particular case the previous (1994 E.C.) year data
was taken as the second component of production model. The third component
production “model” is the average “condition” factor, which adjusts the S/ield of

this year’s crop through previous years’ yield data.

All specific condition factors (such as weather, pest damage, ... etc.) affecting the
crop growth for the rest of the current season have been taken into account by the
holders in these “condition” factors and represents the holder’s own subjective
assessment on the future production. Forecast estimates are published for most of

the temporary crops for which objective field area measurements were conducted.

4.3 Factors that Influence the Expected Crbn Production

For the holder, to intuitively formulate the future production of his/her crops in the
field, there are numerous factors that he/she has to take into account and make
assessment subjectively. Besides the meteorologiéal factors, there are a number of
other factors that influence production and yield of crops. The major external
factors that have negative and positive influence on yield and production, are given

below:

4.3.1 Factors that have Negative Influence

- Too much rainfall and lodging of the crop,

- Shortage of rainfall,

- Insect (locust), disease and other pest (birds) damage,
- Hail and frost damage,

- Wild and domestic animal damage,

- Shortage of seed,

- Depletion of the soil fertility, and

- Others.

4.3.2 Factors that have Positive Influence

- Favorable weather conditions,

- Improved seed and cultural practices,

- Application of fertilizers,

- Application of pesticides (absence of pests), and
- Other.

5 Data Processing
5.1 Data Editing, Coding and Verification

To facilitate the 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Crop Production Forecast Survey data
processing activities, editing and coding instruction manuals were prepared and
printed prior to the training of the staff to be involved. Before the receipt of the
filled-in questionnaires from the respective Branch statistical Offices, the CSA
regular editor/coder staffs were given half day of intensive training on proper
questionnaire review techniques. Instructions and rules associated with correctly
coding the questionnaire and correcting inconsistent records were thoroughly
explained to the editors. In order to undertake this task at CSA headquarters a total

of 55 editors/coders were involved.

During the editing and coding processes, two professional staff members from
Natural Resoeurces and Agricultural Statistics Department were assigned to guide
and supervise the editors/coders in correction of the difficult problems in the filled-
in questionnaires. These technical experts were also involved in answering
questions, clearing doubts ... etc. so as to facilitate the editing and coding
activities. Each editor/coder was assigned to work on a single EA at a time fo
assure that all questionnaires were accounted for and completed. Then, the edited
and coded questionnaires were checked by about 4 supervisors/ven'ﬁers.‘ All the

EAs have been made fo pass through this final verification process.

5.2 Data Entry, Cleaning and Processing

The data entry processes deployed about 68 data encoders, 6 data encoder -
Supervisors, 8 data cleaning operators and 68 personal computers. The data was
entered into the computers using IMPS (Integrated Microcomputer Processing
System) software, which is a software package, developed by the United States
Bureau of the Censué. Following the data entry operations, the data was further
reviewed for data inconsistencies, missing data, reasonableness of the responses,

. etc. by the regular professional staff from Natural Resources and Agricultural
Statistics Department and on the other hand, computer operators skilled in data
cleaning from Data Processing Department fully participated to make an
appropriate data cleaning according to the output of the edit program. The final
stage of the data processing was to summarize the cleaned data and produce
statistical tables that present the results of the survey using the PC based IMPS

software.

The summary tables required reformatting and merging with the report text file for
publication purpose. One programmer was responsible for all of the data

processing activity.

6 Basic Concepts and Definitions Used in the Process of Under Taking the
Survey

- The concepts and definitions used in the survey are described as follows:

Enumeration Area (EA): - Is the survey primary sampling unit classified as

located in the rural area of the country which is less than or equal to a Peasant

Association’s area and usually consists of 150-200 households.

Households: - A household may be either;

a) A one person houschold, that is a person who makes provision for his own
food or other essentials for living without combining with any other person
to form part of a multi-person household, or

b) A multi-berson household, that is, a group of two or more persons who live
together and make common provision for food or other essentials for living.
The persons in the group may pool their incomes and have a common budget
more or less. They may be related or unrelated persons, or a combination of
both.

Agricultural Households: A household is considered an agricultural household

when at least one member of the household is engaged in growing crops and/or

breeding and raising livestock in private or in partnership with others.

Holder: A holder is a person who exercises management control over. the
operations of the agricultural holdings and makes the major decisions regarding the
utilization of the available resources. He has technical and economic responsibility

for the holding. He may operate the holding directly as an owner or as a manager.

Using the terminology of a traditional agricultural holding the holder may be
regarded as the person, who with or without help of others, operates land or raises
livestock for his i.e. the person who decides on what, when, where and how to
grow crops and/or raise livestock and has the right to determine the utilization of

the products.

Holding: A holding is all the land and livestock kept which is used wholly or
partially for agricultural production and is operated as one administratively manage
unit by one person alone, or with others, without regard to title, legal form, size or

location. A holding may consist of one or more parcels.

Parcel: A parcel is a portion of land belonging to the holding, which is any piece
of land entirely, surrounded by land, water road, forest, etc. Which are not parts of
the holding. It may consist one or more cadastral units, plots or field adjacent to

each other.

Field: A field is defined as any plot of land within a parcel, which can be hole or

part of a parcel under the same agricultural practice.

Forecast of Crop Production: It is an estimation of the future realization of final

crop production growing under conditions, which introduce a random variable,

which can cause an uncertainty as to what the final production at harvest will be.

CHAPTER Il

ON THE MAJOR FINDINGS OF THE RESULTS OF THE
YEAR 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) CROP PRODUCTION FORECAST
SURVEY

1. Introduction

In a country with dominating agrarian economy like Ethiopia, food security is one
of the most important objectives to be attained by the agriculture system. In
Ethiopia, however, the existing backward and traditional farm tools and very
limited use of modern farm inputs together with dominating rain fed agriculture
(where the performance of the country’s agriculture is highly dependant on the
timely on set, duration, amount and distribution of rain fall) have contributed a lot

for the existing subsistence /hand to mouth / farming system.

Thus, the existing fragile agriculture in general and the food crop production
activity in particular calls upon for the provision of timely, reliable crop production
forecast data obtained from annual surveys so as to warn ahead of time the
concerned government and non-government bodies fo take the appropriate

measures prior to the relevant year’s harvest.

In this part of the report, therefore, an attempt is made to present crop area
statistics and the volume of the expected production of major crops at the country,
regional, zonal and special wereda reporting levels. This exercise is made on the

basis of the results obtained from the 2003/2004 (1996 E.C) Crop Production



Forecast Sample Survey carried-out during September 2003 at country level.

Following are given the discussions on the major findings of the survey results.

2. THE PROSPECT OF GRAIN CROPS (CEREAL, PULSES AND OILSEEDS)

OF THE COMING 2003/04 MEHER SEASON HARVEST

The results of the year 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Crop Production Forecast, Survey

indicate that a total land area of about 8,447,990.79 hectares are covered by grain

crops constituting cereals, pulses and oilseeds, from which a total volume of

about 117,469,445.72 quintals of grains are expected to be produced in the

2003/2004 harvest year (See Summary Table III.1).

Out of these totals cultivated cropland area and expected volume of grain

production, 6,959,751.21 hectares are accounted for cereals (81.96 % of the
total area under grain) from which about 104,169,160.01 quintals (88.68 % of

the total grain production) are expected to be produced for this year’s Meher

harvest season (See Fig. 1 and Fig.2).

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Crops such as Teff, maize, sorghum, wheat and barley within the category of
cereals have covered an estimated total cultivated land area of about 1,908,461.46;
1,403,253.18; 1,264,933.37; 1,085,837.27; and 938,035.85 hectares, from which
total volume of about 18,986,943.13; 30,713,475.39; 21,144,053.41;
17,570,211.71 and 11,472,008.70 quintals are expected to be produced in the year
2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Meher season harvest, with an average expected yield of
9.95; 21.89; 16.72; 16.18 and 12.23 qts/ha, in that order. For details see Fig 3.

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The remaining cereal crops, i.e. finger millet and oats/Aja currently covered a
total of a bout 319,775.37 and 38,077.24 hectares of land, from which about
3,685,566.02 and 570,940.13 quintals of these grains are expected to be produced

in the coming meher season harvest (For details see Table 1 and fig 3).

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Pulses which refers to legume food crops currently planted on about 954,323.86

hectares of land (11.24% of the total land area under grains) from which about
10,190,348.84 quintals (8.67% of the total expected grain production) are
expected to be produced in the 2003/2004 harvest year. Pulses such as faba beans,
field peas, haricot beans and chick peas are planted in about 384,018.45;
208,759.33; 180,206.33 and 74,133.58 hectares of land from which about
4,780,058.10; 1,732,671.37; 1,988,119.07 and 752,468.98 quintals of these grains
are expected to be produced in the coming harvest, with an average expected yield

of 12.45, 8.30, 11.03 and 10.15 quintals per hectare, in that order.

According to the results, the crop production forecast survey of the year 2003/04
(1996 E.C.), oilseeds which are rich in carbohydrates are grown on land area
estimated at 577,884.20 hectares (6.81% of the total land area under grains) from
which about 3,109,936.87 quintals are expected to be produced in this year’s
Meher harvest season. Crops such as Neug, linseed, groundnut, and, sesame within
the category Oilseeds have covered 267,168.59; 170,689.27; 21,053.95 and
89,412.20 hectares of land, from which about 1,137,178.00; 872,751.15;
207,171.34 and 596,014.32 quintals of these crops with an average expected yield
ranging from 9.84 qt/ha for ground nut to 4.26 qt/ha for, Neug , respectively, (See
Table 1).

3. COMPARISON OF THE MAJOR FINDINGS OF THE 2003/04
(1996 E.C.) CROP PRODUCTION FORECAST SURVEY WITH 2001/2002
POST HARVEST AND 2002/03 (1995 E.C.) CROP PRODUCTION
FORECAST SURVEY ESTIMATES.

A country like Ethiopia, where agriculture is the leading sector of its economy
should give due attention to the performance of its agriculture in general, and food
crop production activity in particular in terms of total volume of crop production in
order to secure domestic food availability for its population. Annual total food
supply assessment to provide timely early warnings is of paramount importance,
particularly for drought prone countries like Ethiopia. It is due to this fact that the
country is performing such assessment on annual basis. In this section of the report
therefore an attempt has been made to compare the results of the 2003/04 (1996
E.C.) crop production forecast survey with that of the 2001/02 sample census

estimates and 2002/03 Crop production Forecast estimates.

Above all, such comparisons are believed to give a bird’s eye view on the prospiéct
of the coming 2003/04 (1996 E.C) Meher season harvest in terms of total crop area
coverage and volume of expected production thereby evaluate its performance.
Consequently, the results of such comparison will pave the way for concerned
stakeholders to easily identify surplus and/or deficit producing regions and zones
in order to take appropriate measures in advance. Therefore, brief discussions on

the comparisons made at country and regional levels are presented as follows:

3.1 Country Level Comparisons

Due to the presence of adequate rain fall and favorable weather conditions in the
current crop-growing season, the 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) crop production year is
anticipated to recover from last year’s poor harvest and even better than the year
2001/02 (1994 E.C) post harvest estimate. Therefore, the estimated total area under
grain crops and the total volume of expected grain crop production of the year
2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Meher season have shown 8.69 % and 8.05 % increase in
total land area covered by grains with 18.22% and. 59.40% increase in total
expected crop production as compared to the year 2001/02 post harvest and last
year’s forecast estimates of land under grains and production of these crops,

respectively (See Table .1, Fig 4a and Fig 4b.).

For similar reasons mentioned above, the prospect of cereals in the coming Meher
season harvest is also promising. As indicated in Table 1, The year 2003/04 both
total cereal covered area and expected volume of production have shown 9.26%

and 10.06% increase in area coverage of cereals with 19.64% and 64.05% increase

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Similarly, except Teff and rice, all crops in the cereals category have shown a

significant increase in terms of total land area coverage and volume of expected

crop prod_pctibn with significant increase in the expeoted- crop yield compared to

the last two consecutive production years’ estimates. For details see Table 1.

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On the other hand, the current year total cultivated land area under pulses have

shown some decrease which is about 6.14% and 10.09% in total land area under
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pulses but with 0.16% and 24.26% increase in expected total volume of crop

production when compared with 2001/02 and 2002/03 estimates, in that order.

Following the same pattern like that of cereals the total estimated area under

oilseeds and expected volume of production of these crops the year 2003/04 (1996
E.C.) Meher season harvest are 35.61% and 21.85% higher in terms of land area
under oilseeds, as well as 49.42% and 58.23% higher in terms of total expected
production of these crops than the years’” 2001/02 and 2002/03 estimates,

respectively. For details see Table 1 and Fig 5.

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3.2 Regional Level Comparison

For similar reasons mentioned for the country level comparisons, an attempt is also
made to compare regional estimates both in terms of total estimated area coverage
and volume of production of the coming 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) Meher season with
that of 2001/02 (1994 E.C.) post-harvest and 2002/02 (1995 E.C.) Crop production
forecast estimates. The comparisons that are presented in the relevant summary

tables are briefly discussed below.
3.2.1 Grain Crops

From a look at the current year’s regional level grain crop total estimated
cultivated land area and expected volume of production presented in summary -
Table I11.2 and Fig 6., one can easily observe the tremendous increase of the year
2003/04 Meher season harvest in terms of both regional estimated land area under
grain crops and expec!:ed volume of production these crops over the year 2001/02

post hal_}Vest and the 2002/03 crop production forecast estimates.

As mdlcated in Summary Table III.2, except for Addis Ababa City administration,
the current 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) both the total regional estimated land area under
grams and expected volume of crop production have shown substantial increase
over the 2001/02 and 2002/03 regional estimates.

Among the regions, the highest increase is reported for Harari région with 35.12%
and 14.03% in grain covered land area and 45.12% and 55.43% in expected total
grain production, 12.64% and 25.67% increase in land area, with 11.49% and

61.98% increase in expected volume of crop production in Gambela Region,
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11.90% and 23.41% increase in grain land area with 12.09% and 49.47% in
expected total grain crop production for SNNPR, 17.89% and 7.84% increase in
grain land area with 29.49% and 82.83% in expected total grain crop production
for Somali Region, and 11.59% and 10.16% increase in grain land area with
26.94% and 67.93% in expected total grain crop production for Oromia Region,
when compared with the years 2001/2002 and 2002/03 estimates, respectively.
Nevertheless the smallest increase i.e. 3.81% and 3.32% in grain covered land area
with 3.63% and 47.45% in expected total grain crop production compared to the
years 2001/2002 and 2002/03 estimates, respectively, is reported for Amhara
Region. For details see summary Table 2 and Fig 6.

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3.2.1 Cereals
Cereals are the major food crops that serve as a staple food for the majority of

Ethiopians. As a matter of fact cereals are the most extensively grown crops in

terms of both cropland area coverage and total volume of production of crops.
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Therefore, comparisons of the regional forecast of the current ycar Meher season
harvest with that of the previous year’s estimates is of paramount importance to deal

with all issues concerning the magnitude of the availability of cereals in advance.

From a short glance at the data presented in Summary Table IIL.3, one can easily
conclude, the year 2003/04 Meher season harvest of total estimated area under cereals
and expected volume of production at country level have exceeded the year 2001/02

post harvest and 2002/03 crop production forecast cereal estimates.

Although all regions are expected to have substantial increase in land area under
cereals and expected total crop production during the current Meher season harvest,

Oromia, SNNP, and Somali Regions reported to have the highest increase. These

increases are 9.84% and 10.25% increase in cereals, covered land area with 27.79%

and 72.32% in expected total production is reported for Oromia Region, 10.61% and
26.75% increase in cereals covered land area with 11.89% and 54.67% increase in
expected total volume of cereals production is reported for SNNP Region, and 19.05%
and 7.75% increase in total land area under cereals, with 29.93% and 83.08% increase
in expected volume of crop production is reported for Somali Region, as compared
with the years 2001/02 and 2002/03 cereal estimates, respectively. For details see
Summary Table II1.3 and Fig 6.

3.2.2 Pulses

Pulses are also among the major food crops, having considerable land area coverage
and volume of crop production in the country’s total food crops production.
Comparison of the current year regional crop production forecast estimates of pulses
with that 2001/02 post harvest and 2003/04 crop production forecast estimates is
presented in Summary Table I11.4.

Unlike to that of cereals the 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) estimated area under pulses has
declined when compared with last two consecutive production years. As indicated
in the summary table, the highest decrease in the current year’s regional total
estimated land area under pulses are reported for Tigray, Oromia and Amhara
Regions. The reported decrease for these regions ranges from 7% and 18% in
current year land area under pulses for Tigray Region to 14% and 18% decrease
for Oromia as compared to the year 2001/02 post harvest and 2002/93 crop

forecast estimates, respectively.

On the other hand, the 2003/04 (1996 E.C.) regional expected production of pulses
have shown relative increase when compared with the year 2001/02 and 2002/03
estimates. As indicated in the summary table, the highest increase in the current
year regional total expected pulses production is reported for Somali, SNNP,
Oromia and Benishangul-Gumz Regions. The reported increase for these regions
ranges from 19.27 and 99.94% in current year expected total pulses production For
Somali Region to 6% and 22.36% increase for Oromia Region as compared to the
year 2001/02 and 2002/03 estimates, respectively. For details see Summary Table
I11.4 and Fig 6.

3.2.2 Oilseeds

Oilseeds are also food crops rich mainly in carbohydrates with varying amount of

other nutrients. Due to this fact these crops yield agro-industrial products and
becoming more commercially important. In Ethiopia, therefore, oil seeds are
grown in almost all regions of the country. As indicated in Summary Table III.5
and Fig 6, in the 2003/04 the regional level total estimated land area under oilseeds
and expected total volume of crop production have shown substantial increase over

the last years’ poor harvest and even better than the year 2001/02 estimates.
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Among those regions reported substantial incfease in the year 2003/04 both in total |
estimated land area and expected total oilseeds production over the last twao-
consecutive years’ estimates. The highest increase both in the current year’s total
estimated land area under oilseeds and expected total crop production is reported
for Gambella, Oromia, Benishangul-Gumz and Harari Regions. The increase
reported Afor these.regions 1s 159.28 % and 131.09% in total land area under oilseed
with 144.68% and 233.57% increase in expected total oilseed production is
reported for Gambella Region, 54.92% and 28.68% increase in oilseeds covered
land area with 68.43% and 75.16% increase in expected total oilseeds production is
reported for Oromia Region, 45.06% and 19.01% in oilseeds covered land area,
with 144.68% and 233.57% increase in total expected crop production for
Benishangul-Gumz Region and 28.56% and 10.87% increase in area with 27.93%
and 56.62% increase in expected oilseeds production for Harari Region as
compared with the 2001/02 and 2002/03 estimates respectively. For details see
Summary Table I11.5 and Fig 5.

Finally, users of this report should be aware that the information on what is called condition factors
were collected in the month’s of September 2002 (Meskerem 1995 E.C.). Therefore, the results should
be used with great caution in light of the favorable or adverse conditions of weather and other
factors, which may affect the crop after the crop production forecast survey data was collected. The

effects of these subsequent changes in crop conditions are not reflected in this report.
